has with man, that God is the very man himself as 

do the Vedantists, it is also stated that He is above 

everything and is beyond everything and that his 

station is Arsh (Throne) The Arsh is not a thing cre-

ated. It is the name of Devine rank which is beyond 

of beyond. It is not a throne on which God is to be 

imagined as being seated. It is the station which is 

beyond of beyond from creation and is a station of 

transcendence and holiness. As the Holy Qurôan 

says, after establishing the relationship of creator 

and created with everything, God settled Himself 

on the Arsh. That is to say, despite all relationships 

He remained apart and did not mix with his crea-

tion.

 Here we have the clear revelation that was 

given to our Lord and Master Prophet Muhammad 

(saw) the seal of the Prophets. That Hadhrat Isa 

died a natural death, he died a normal death. There 

are thirty three places in the Holy Qurôan where the 

word death is mentioned and this is one of them, 

according to this verse Hadhrat Jesus has died a 

natural death.  

 The Arabic verse is ñFalamma tawaffaitaniò  

óFalamma (but since thou didst) Tawaffitani (cause 

me to die) anyone who knows Arabic knows that 

the word ótawaffaitani can only mean in this verse 

of the Holy Quran death. Now Please forgive me 

when I say this, I am not trying to lecture anyone 

on their understanding of English, but in English 

the word óDeathô  means to die, permanent end of 

life, you can use other expressions to describe 

death, but still in the end, it means that person has 

died.  

  But like in English, the word óDeathô in Ara-

bic has no other meaning then, óthat person or per-

sons have passed awayô, their soul has left their 

Physical body. When the soul of a person has left 

their body, it is death or if you say their soul has 

separated from their Physical body, then they have 

left this world, and entered a new world. All simply 

means Death.  

 So when Hadhrat ibn Isa Maryum said ñbut 

since thou didst cause me to dieò he meant death, 

he has left this world, his soul has separated from 

his physical body, and there can be no other mean-

ing:  

 In Arabic the word ómutawaffanô  means de-

ceased, dead 

 óTawaffahullahô God took his soul, caused 

him to die 

 óTawaffaô, to receive or take oneôs self, as 

Allah receives the soul of one who dies 

 óTawaffallah zaidahô God took away the 

soul of Zaid: meaning he caused him to die. 

 Maut- root word meem- wow -ta ï Death- 

mauwwtha  He [God] caused him to die: 

 As shown above when God is the subject and  

the human being is the object the Arabic root Ta-

waffi has no other meaning other then ñdeath/dieò 

exclusively, in Arabic it is called ñTaffaoôulò. 

 All the above explanations have come from 

Islamic Dictionaries of Islamic terms and Arabic 

Lexicons, from Beirut/Damascus, also many clear 

Arabic meanings of the word ñdeath/dieò of the Ar-

abic word muat. All these Arabic expressions are 

from Tafsirs of the Holy Quran and the Vocabulary 

of the Holy Quran. All of these are from non Ah-

madi books and Authors. 

 Now lets us take a look at another verse of  

 I was asked for evidence of authentic narra-

tions from the First three generations that testified 

to the belief that Jesus did not die. In other words 

the first three generations believed that Jesus did 

not die, but was taken in his physical body to the 

heavens alive. 

 So we have been asked to prove that ac-

cording to authentic narrations from the first 

three generations that Jesus, did die a natural 

death and that he was not taken alive in his 

physical body to heavens.  
 The Ahmadiyya Movement in Islam Believes 

that according to the most authentic book given to 

mankind the Holy Qurôan that Hadhrat Isa ibn 

Maryum did not die on the cross, but like all human 

beings died a natural death firstly  What is meant 

by natural death?, Natural death is when someone 

does not die from unnatural causes. Meaning that 

he [Jesus] did not die due to crucifixion, and he 

was not killed, he was not taken, and lifted to heav-

en but died a natural death like all human beings. 

  An unnatural death would be if, he had died, 

on the cross by crucifixion, as crucifixion is not a 

natural death, being killed, is not a natural death. It 

is not a common phenomenon for human beings to 

be lifted in their physical bodies to the sky nor is it 

natural.

 The first Hadith I am presenting is from the 

first three generations and also the narrator is from 

the first generation and Alhamdulillah is a Sahaba 

of the Holy Prophet saw the Hadith is from Al Bu-

khari ïul Tafseer Sura Maôidah, p:1411, Vol:3) 

 It is related by Hadhrat ibn Abbas ra he re-

lates that the Holy Prophet saw delivered a sermon 

and said: ....O People, a number of people from the 

followers of my Ummah would be taken to hell, 

thereupon, I shall say, O my Lord, these are my 

companions. Then I would be told: you do not 

know what they contrived after you. At that time, I 

shall say precisely what the righteous servant ï Je-

sus son of Mary ï said: ñand I was witness over 

them as long as I remained among them, but since 

Thou didst cause me to die, Thou hast been the 

watcher over themò: 

 This is the blessed words of the Holy Prophet 

saw which was passed down by his noble a great 

companion Hadhrat ibn Abbas ra according to this 

Hadith Hadhrat Isa died a natural death the exact 

Arabic word ñFalamma Tawaffitaniò which accord-

ing to Arabic rule of ñTaffaoôulò means nothing but 

death.  Plus this is from the most accepted and Au-

thentic Hadith Sahih Bukhari also this from Isnad 

[the chain of narration] from the Holy Prophet saw 

to Ibn Abbas ra collected by Imam Bukhari all 

from the Salaf first three generations  

Alhamdulillah. 

 As the question can be asked here, if our be-

loved Holy Prophet saw at the time he was narrat-

ing this Hadith, about the condition of his compan-

ions, and how he will enquire about this by Asking 

almighty Allah, and then to be told óyou were not 

aware of what they done after youô, then for the 

Holy Prophet saw too explain that he will say the 

same thing as Hadhrat Jesus said ñ I was Witness 

over them as long as I remained among themô 

ñbut since thou didst cause me to die, thou hast 

been the watcher over themò  why did not the 

Holy Prophet saw explain or mention that actually 

Hadhrat Isa ibn Maryum is a live in his physical 

body in heaven? or why none of his noble compan-

ions did not object or at least ask the Holy Prophet 

saw how can this verse of the Holy Quran say that 

Isa said ó since thou caused me to dieô if all the 

Salaf were united in truth in the knowledge that 

Jesus was alive in heaven?. 

 Another Hadith related by Hadhrat Ibn Abbas 

ra  in this Hadith it is said that Hadhrat Ibn Abbas 

ra was explaining about the word ñ Mutawaffeekaò 

that it translation means death he demonstrated by 

using also the Arabic word ñ Momeetukaò óQaala 

ibno Abbasin Mutawaffeka mumeetukaô . [Bukhari, 

Kitab alTafseer, Surah Maôidah vol 3 p 1410] 

 Now every Arab knows that the Arabic word 

óMomeetukaô means death. Therefore the Arabic 

word ñMutawaffeekaò can only mean death. 

Again this is from the first three generations of the 

Salaf. 

 Again a question has to be asked; if! Hadhrat 

Ibn Abbas saw knew that ñMutawaffeeka had an-

other meaning other then death, surely he would 

have explained it, seeing that, as he was giving a 

Tafseer of Surah Maôidah. If he knew that the Ijma, 

if the Ittifaq-i-Qauli of the Salafi and the Holy 

Prophet saw was that Hadhrat Jesus was taken alive 

to heaven why? Hadhrat Ibn Abbas ra did not ex-

plain! Even though he had explained that the Ara-

bic word óMutawaffeekaô has no other meaning 

then death, why did he not say that, that Hadhrat 

Isa was taken alive to the heavens? And that this 

Arabic word óMutawaffeekaô does not apply to Ha-

dhrat Isa as, in fact the reason is, that he and the 

Holy Prophet saw and all his companions agreed 

upon Ittifaq-i-Qauli that Hadhrat Isa as died a natu-

ral death according to the Holy Qurôan.
